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Formative Assessment of Teaching Effectiveness (add links to resources)
Penn State’s Teaching Assessment Framework consists of student feedback, peer review, and self-reflection. Consultants from the Schreyer Institute work with individual faculty on formative (non-evaluative, developmental) assessment to support instructors regularly making small adjustments and continuous improvement to their teaching. Summative (evaluative) assessments are conducted by faculty peers and academic unit heads.

Student feedback is collected through a mid-semester survey and the student feedback survey at the end of the semester. You can work with a SITE consultant to: 
interpret mid-semester feedback
discuss how to talk to your students about collecting feedback, what actions you plan to take in response to midsemester feedback, and how to debrief your response with students 
discuss your annotation of student feedback from the Student Feedback Survey
discuss implications for future course design. 

Peer Review
Peer review may take the form of a course observation or a review of your teaching materials. SITE consultants are available to: 
· Observe your course (see Course Observation Guidelines). 
· Use a variety of protocols including the PAITE protocol (Protocol for Advancing Inclusive Teaching Efforts), Peer Observation Checklist, etc.
Debrief observations and discuss implications 
Help you prepare for an evaluative (summative) peer review that is not conducted by SITE

Self-Reflection 
Self-reflection involves considering one’s beliefs about learning and goals related to teaching, as well as critically examining one’s practice. You can work with a SITE consultant to: 
develop and articulate your teaching philosophy
discuss different approaches and frameworks for self-reflection
review the data/evidence that form the basis (sources) for your reflection
consider how your teaching aligns with Penn State’s Elements of Effective Teaching 
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
