Understanding Your Report: Next to each Item number is the % of students that answered the item correctly. The TTL column indicates the total number of students that selected the represented option.

The R value is the mean score (%) and Std. Deviation of scores for a particular distractor. You would expect that the students that did well on the exam selected the correct response,

thus generating a higher mean score and a higher PBS (Point Biserial Correlation).
